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HOMESTEAD INTERPRETIVE TRAIL 

0.50-mile loop  TRAIL RATING: Easy 

ESTIMATED HIKING TIME: 15 minutes

Homestead Interpretive Trail takes visitors to several of the 

main highlights of the historic site, including the 1837 Nathan 

Boone home, the Boone family cemetery and the African-

American cemetery. �e beginning of the trail (0.26 mile) is 

accessible to wheelchairs. �e trail connects to the Spring Box 

Trail via a 0.10-mile white connector. 

SPRING BOX TRAIL 

1-mile loop  TRAIL RATING: Easy 

ESTIMATED HIKING TIME: 30 minutes

Some of the site’s lesser-known features can be explored on 

the Spring Box Trail. Highlights include a walk along the 

site’s wooded creek bottom and a visit to the spring that once 

provided drinking water for the farm. Two connector trails 

lead to both other trails in the park.

limestone glades, where hikers can experience the diversity of 

plant and animal life found in southwest Missouri. �e trail 

o�ers stunning views of the Boone home and the surrounding 

area. It is perfect for visitors wanting to experience �rst-

hand what the natural landscape was like during the Boone’s 

occupation of the homestead.
